	A
	Play / Pause button – this button is used to play and pause the audio track that accompanies this course.

	B
	Forward and Back buttons – these buttons are used to page forward and backward within the course.  Each course module is set to not advance to the next page automatically.  The participant must advance to the next slide manually using these buttons.

	C
	Slide audio timer – this area provides the slide number, a notation whether the audio is “playing” or “stopped, and tracks the timing of the audio for this individual slide.

	D
	Volume control – this button provides a means to control the volume of the audio, as well as the ability to mute the audio.  Each course module is defaulted to play the audio.

	E
	Attachment button – this button, represented by a paperclip icon, provides a link to additional files that are offered to the learner to augment the course material.

	F
	Tab control button – this button provides a means to course controls on the bottom of the page area, and the folder tabs to the right of the page area.  If minimized, the course screen will look like the image below.

	G
	Navigation folder tabs – these folder tabs provide different bits of information to help navigate the slides in this course module.

Outline - the Outline folder tab presents each slide title and the duration of the audio provided with each slide.

Thumb – the Thumb folder tab provides a thumbnail image of each slide along with the duration of the audio for each slide.

Transcript – the Transcript folder tab provides a written transcript of the audio that is provided for the page being viewed.

Search – the Search folder tab allows the user to perform a search within the slide titles of the course module being viewed.
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
