(1) Primary Beneficiaries
Specific projects have not been identified at this time. Any business located in the eligible areas of Central County and unable to obtain commercial credit may be a potential beneficiary.

(2) Area Description
Central EDC's service area is Central County. The IRP RLF will be available to eligible businesses/projects located in the eligible rural areas of Central County. When a specific project is identified, we will provide USDA Rural Development with information regarding the size, terrain and present land uses of the area and related maps.

(3) Air Quality
