Evaluation Reporting Procedure 

The Course Evaluation is an optional Level I Reaction Evaluation completed by classroom training participants to capture and measure the attitudes, expectations, and opinions from a small sample group regarding the value, quality, and degree of satisfaction on critical training issues, such as content, job relevance, instructional strategy, medium, technology, and environment.  This level of evaluation is not intended to measure the learning or any results of learning.  Another higher-level evaluation conducted within three months after the training would be needed in order to initiate measurement of learning or results of learning. The evaluation tool asks respondents to complete two sections:

1) Indicate their opinions about 14 general statements using a simple ordinal scale as follows:

5 = Excellent

4 = Very Good

3 = Good

2 = Needs Improvement

1 = Unacceptable

2) Answer five open-ended questions:

What did you like most about the course?

What did you like least about the course?
What information was of most value?
What information was of least value?
What would you do to improve the course?

To report the results of this evaluation, fill in the blanks on the Analysis and Summary Form using the course evaluations received from participants.
